Students not meeting the above eligibility requirements to enrol in level 4 INFS courses and/or the thesis component will be transferred
to the BIS (3979) degree program. The thesis will be marked by two independent markers. In line with the Business School Honours
Protocol the honours supervisor will not be one of the markers.

Please note that students enrolled in
programs within the UNSW Business School cannot take General Education courses offered by the UNSW Business School (i.e. GENC
code).
