(Note that the 48UOC includes the first disciplinary course(s) in the
Core (Compulsory or Flexible). This means that, for the majority of majors, students will complete 42UOC in specified
disciplinary courses outside the core, except for the Real Estate Studies major.)

For any majors that require ECON1202, MATH1011/MATH1031/MATH1131/MATH1141/MATH1151 completed under the
Advanced Maths (Hons) component will act as a substitute so in these cases a student should not do ECON1202 but
instead complete another Major elective to meet the 48UOC requirement.
